7/16   And looking intently at the council, 
Paul said, “Brothers, I have lived my life 
before God in all good conscience up to 
this day.”  Acts 232:1 
Ask God for help to live your life in good

7/17   They show that the requirements of 
the law are written on their hearts, their 
consciences also bearing witness, and 
their thoughts sometimes accusing them 
and at other times even defending them.  
Romans 2:15 

Thank God for putting His law in your 
heart. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

7/18   They must hold the mystery of the 
faith with a clear conscience. 1 Tim 3:9 

Pray that your conscience will be clear 
and not interfere with your faith. 

 
 
7/19   Judge not, that you be not judged.  
For with the judgment you pronounce you 
will be judged, and with the measure you 
use it will be measured to you.   
Matthew 7:1-2 

Pray for a merciful rather than 
judgmental heart. 

 
 
7/20   Not that I am speaking of being in 
need, for I have learned in whatever 
situation I am to be content.   
Philippians 4:11 

Pray that you will learn to be content. 
 
 

7/21   This is the day that the Lord has 
made; let us rejoice and be glad in it.  
Psalm 118:24
