P: Jesus Christ never sinned. But God treated him as a sinner, so

that Christ could make us acceptable to God.

C: All we, like sheep, have gone astray; and the Lord has laid on

him the iniquity of us all.

P: For our sakes, Christ was obedient to death. He was lifted up

from the earth that we might be drawn to him.
